
 

Bradford’s Green Deal – Real Progress for the City 

Energy and Carbon Savings 

Thanks to intensive lobbying by Shipley’s Green 
councillors in 2009, Bradford Council’s investment 
programme is the greenest in its history. The Council is 
investing £500,000 in cutting its own greenhouse gas 
emissions, and a new Environment and Climate Change 
Unit is being set up with £300,000 of additional 
funding that will deliver even more ambitious carbon 
cuts in future years. 

The Green Group expects that the new environment 
unit will be as successful as a similar unit in Kirklees 
Council. Kirklees is investing millions in home energy 
efficiency and renewable power and will reap savings 
in its fuel bills worth £52 million by 2020. There is no 
reason why Bradford cannot do the same. 

Cllr Martin Love, who led the Green Group in the cross-party talks, says that it is "a green deal that has enabled Bradford 
Council to respond seriously to climate change for the first time, a vital step towards a more sustainable district that will 
deliver real financial savings for Council tax-payers. It is win-win for everyone”. 

A 96-page report by Cllr Kevin Warnes on the Council’s carbon management strategy was approved unanimously by the 
Environment and Waste Management Improvement Committee in December. The Conservative-run Executive will now 
consider the report’s 28 recommendations. Kevin says that “Bradford Council has done a lot so far, but its carbon emissions 
are still rising. The carbon emissions of our 200 schools will double by 2050 if we carry on as usual. So the Council must set 
ambitious carbon reduction targets, adopt strategies to match those targets and invest in energy efficiency and renewable 
energy projects to deliver the required carbon savings”. 

A Green Food Strategy for Bradford 

The Greens also won substantial investment in the city’s allotments as 
part of their campaign to promote local food networks across the 
District. The allotments office is being expanded and is investing an 
extra £200,000 in long overdue improvements to our allotments. 
 
The Green councillors are now pressing the Council to develop a 
comprehensive Food Strategy for Bradford in 2010. Cllr Hawarun 
Hussain, Deputy Chair of the Regeneration and Economy Improvement 
Committee, says that “a proper strategy of this sort is the key to 
delivering real support to the thousands of people across Shipley and 
the District who want to grow more of their own food, buy more local 
food, cut their food miles and live healthier lives”.

Action on Traffic 
 

Coming soon - a safer Saltaire junction 
 
Your Shipley ward councillors have pressed for years for 
Council action to deal with Shipley’s traffic problems. Help is, 
finally, on the way. The Council now has the money it needs to 
make Saltaire roundabout safer (pictured left) and is working 
on a new design for the junction. Council officers are consulting 
with a focus group of residents and local representatives, 
including the Shipley ward councillors, and also with the wider 
community via neighbourhood forums. 
 
The design will be finalised in March and work on the 
roundabout should begin later in the year. The Greens have 
also won assurances from Council officers that money will be 
available to sort out some of the traffic problems of 
surrounding residential areas. 

 
The Green Councillors want the roundabout made safer so that it meets the needs of the local community and does not 
generate more traffic. Cllr Kevin Warnes says that “residents walking to the shops or children walking to school need to 
be able to cross the road safely and quickly. Cyclists need safer routes to Bradford, Bingley and Leeds. Speeding 
traffic must be slowed down. Everyone needs to feel that they have a choice about how they move around and that 
they do not always have to jump into their cars in order to be safe”. 
 
Cllr Martin Love (pictured right) agrees, and points out that 
Shipley’s Green councillors have “campaigned for years for 
solutions to the traffic pressures in surrounding residential 
areas, so we welcome the prospect that these will be 
addressed at long last”. 
 

Real progress on traffic 
 
The Shipley Green councillors have raised a wide range of 
traffic issues with the Council – here are some recent examples. 
 

 They pressed for, and got, pedestrian crossings put in next to the new Titus Salt school. 

 They persuaded the Council to make the Victoria Road/Saltaire Road junction safer in a way that protects drivers 

and keeps the trees. Work there should be completed soon. 

 They secured approval for a pedestrian crossing on St Paul’s Road near the swimming pool, due 

this year. 

 They have secured approval to make Glenview Terrace and Victoria Park one-way only to deal 

with rat-running cars and school traffic. These improvements will happen by next year.  

 They have campaigned for new cycle storage near Saltaire Station and new cycle racks next to 

the parade of shops along Gordon Terrace. These will be installed soon. 

 They arranged for police and Council speed checks on Moorhead Lane, Nab Wood Grove and Nab Wood Drive, 

and are pressing for measures to deal with speeding traffic in this area. 

 They asked the local policing team to monitor though-traffic illegally accessing the Wycliffe Estate, and pressed 

officers to look at other solutions to this irresponsible driving. 

 They asked officers to investigate residents’ complaints about rat-running and speeding traffic along Avondale 

Road – this was confirmed by speed traffic surveys and is now under review by Council officers.

Bradford Council is committed to cutting its carbon emissions by 10% in 2010 in line with the aims of the 10:10 
campaign – here are ten suggestions about how you can cut your own carbon footprint and reduce your energy bills. 

 
 Cut your carbon footprint by several tonnes with one phone call. Switch to 

Ecotricity to buy green energy for your home. For every pound you pay 
them for your electricity, they invest a pound in new wind turbines. Call 
them on 08000 302302 or visit www.ecotricity.co.uk. 

 
 Switch to Good Energy – like Ecotricity’s New Energy Plus tariff, 100% of 

their energy comes from renewables. Call 0845 4561640 or visit 
www.goodenergy.co.uk. 

 
 Reduce your heating bills and cut your carbon emissions with better home 

insulation. The council’s Community Warmth scheme offers free loft and 
cavity wall insulation and a free home energy survey for all residents aged 
over 60 who own their own home or rent a private property. Call the 
Community Warmth Freephone number on 0800 6940418. Find out more 
about the highly efficient, affordable double glazing glass panels now 
available from a new local business by visiting www.ecoenergyglass.co.uk. 

 
 Install renewable energy, such as solar hot water heating, in your home. The 

Energy Saving Trust provides information about all options and grants at 
www.energysavingtrust.org.uk.

 Cut your carbon by flying less. Find out more about the social and environmental costs of our subsidised air 

travel at www.planestupid.com. If you have to fly, check the carbon footprint of your journey and arrange a 
carbon offset by visiting www.co2balance.uk.com. 

 
 Drive less and walk or cycle more. Take the bus or train into 

Bradford twice a week instead of relying on the car all the 
time, or walk or cycle to the shops. Find out more about 
transport alternatives to your car by visiting 
www.wymetro.com or call Metro on 0113 245 7676. You 
can also cycle with other commuters into Bradford on 
Wednesdays using the Aire Valley Bike Bus (pictured right).

 Home compost your waste food – order your bin from a council 

approved supplier on 0845 077 0757. 
 

 Join the Bradford Freecycle Network of 7,000 local residents 
who exchange unwanted household items for free so they can 
be re-used rather than thrown away – visit 
http://uk.groups.yahoo.com/group/Freecyclebradford. 

 
 Make sure your money stays in Shipley - buy your groceries in local shops. 

Avoid convenience shopping in the huge supermarkets that make it difficult 
for community retailers to survive. Buy locally grown food at the Saltaire 
Farmers’ Market in the Caroline St car park on the third Saturday of each 
month. Buy a fantastic range of organic food from Bradford Wholefoods in 
the Old School on Farfield Road in Shipley every Thursday and Friday. For 
more information, call Jack First on 07821 375706 or email 
jackfirstgrove@aol.com.
